The filing period for the March 2008 Texas primaries begins December 3, 2007, and extends through January 2, 2008.  Candidates for federal and state offices are required to submit the requisite paperwork during this period to obtain a spot on their party’s primary ballot.  In addition to the selection of the president, the 2008 Republican and Democratic primaries and general election will include candidates for the:

· United States Senate (Senator Cornyn seeking re-election)

· United States House of Representatives (all seats up for election)

· Texas Senate (roughly half of the 31 Senate seats are up for election)
· Texas House of Representatives (all seats up for election)

· Select county offices
